PRESENTATION  
F - is for FORGIVENESS: We cannot go to heaven without God’s forgiveness. 
Memory verse: Acts 2:38 

A - is for AVAILABLE: Forgiveness is available to all who will sincerely ask for 
it.   
Memory verse: 1 Ti. 1:15; 1 Jn. 1:9 

I - is for IMPOSSIBLE: It is impossible for a holy God to allow sin into heaven.  
All men are sinful.   
Memory verses: Ro. 3:23; 6:23 

RQ: But how can a sinful person enter heaven where God allows no sin?  

T - is for TURN: The Bible says we must turn away from our sinful, self-
directed lives and follow Jesus Christ. 
Memory verses: Acts 3:19; 1 Co. 15:3-6 

H - is for HEAVEN: Those who repent of their sin and by faith follow Jesus are 
promised forgiveness and eternal life (Heaven).  
Memory verse: Jn. 3:16; Ro. 10:9-10 

  
INVITATION 

Understanding what I have shared, would you like to receive forgiveness for 
your sins and eternal life by giving your life to Jesus Christ?   

A suggested prayer you recite phrase by phrase and have them repeat after 
you: Dear Jesus, I want to know you personally.  Thank you for dying on the 
cross for my sins.
